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Yarub Bourhama, a BBS alumni and parent, is a writer, director and producer with
over 20 years of experience in media productions. He is also the co-founder and
mentor in the Proteges Program for the past 6 years. Yarub established his company
Lightbug Media Company and has produced feature films as well as theatrical shows
in Kuwait.

As you are aware, Al Bayan Bilingual School will be celebrating its 40-year
anniversary in 2017. To commemorate this, we will be having a theatrical show that
will tell the story of how BBS started. Yarub and his team of professionals will be
mentoring the students from 8", 9", 10", and 11" grade to produce the show from
start to finish. The mentorship program will run for 12 weeks and will be composed
of three parts; the theatrical show, the music video, and the documentation book.

The show will be produced entirely by the students, but will be guided by the
professional mentors, along with supervision by PTA members and BBS teachers.

The show:

The students will work under the guidance of the Lightbug team and learn the
various roles of creating a show from start to finish. The roles will include: directing,
producing (lighting engineering, sound engineering, set design), art direction, writers
workshop, project management and financial planning, acting and choreography,
marketing and PR, and of course the cast on stage. The 12 week program will end
with the grand performance in April 2017.

The music video:

There will also be a 10 week program for a small group students to produce a music
video, mentored by professionals at Lightbug. This music video will be the theme
song of show, and will be shot on campus involving all BBS students in both
campuses. This song will be used as a marketing tool as well for the main production.
